The annual operating rules class will be held

for members of the Monticello Railway Museum who
are involved in duties that require the occupation of
museum trackage. This will include train service
(engineer, conductor, flagman, brakeman, trainee),
Maintenance of Way members, motorcar operators,
and other related responsible positions or interested
persons. The classes are mandated by Museum policy
as well as the Federal Railroad Administration and
require the completion and passing of a written test
involving, but not limited to, the operating rule book,
timetable and bulletin notices. The class will consist of
review, written test and discussion of rules. Rule
books and timetables will be available for sale in class.

Track work is progressing on Car Barn No. 2 as
the building is now erected to the north of Nelson’s
Crossing Depot and along the east side of the Terminal
Main. Ties for number one track have been laid in place
and the laying of rail and ballasting the track will be next.

A purchase of land behind the Duvall residence
(home east of Nelson Crossing Depot) has been
completed and will provide necessary space to install a
switch on the lllinois Terminal Main and fan out to three
barn tracks to store and display fifteen passenger cars
and preserve paint and body restoration work.
