Each individual lever is
secured to a lever base
which in turn is secured
to the steel frame which
is being installed in the
basement of the tower.

Work is underway to
install the levers that will
be functional once the
tower is placed in
service. To secure the
interlocker bed and
operating levers, a steel
frame is being built in
the basement of the
tower to which a
horizontal interlocking
bed (moveable steel
slats that create an
interlocking grid) will be
installed. The levers will
be mounted to the lever
base (left photo) and a
control rod will be
secured between the
lever and the interlocker
bed in the basement.
