 Two separate classes from the railroad 
engineering school at the University of Illinois in 

Urbana-Champaign joined as a group of over 60 
students from more than 10 foreign countries who 
gained hands-on experience in the very components 
and projects they are studying to design. Men and 
women alike got a chance to measure the correct 
spacing while setting out ties for new track, gauging 
the rail and spiking down the rail on ties plates. More 
than 500 feet of track was completed on Saturday, 
October 13, 2012, and students got to see just how 
heavy components were and can now appreciate the 
mechanized process for modern track laying. The new 
track was inside the new three-track carbarn, which 
has already seen two tracks completed the full 500 feet 
length.
